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Building/Equipment Use- Policy

The Arts Center facilities and on-site equipment are intended to support individual creativity/cultural preservation/economic development/lifelong learning throughout the region serviced by the Arts Council. The Arts Center is available for use by staff, board members, voting member groups, non-profit/non-cultural members, state, city and county departments, and sponsors, as long as the meeting or event is not personal in nature. The Arts Center and on-site equipment are also available to arts and cultural focused individuals/organizations, both non-profit and for profit, may apply to become vetted which will allow them the use of our facility and on-site equipment. 

·  No individual/organization aside from the Arts Council will have preference for meeting space and scheduling will be done on a first come first served basis. All scheduling should go through the Operations Director regardless of the individual’s/organization’s status. The President/CEO of the Arts Council reserves the right to change scheduled use as deemed necessary. This authority may be shared with the Operations Director.
· Possession and consumption of alcoholic beverages at the Arts Center is permitted upon written permission from the Arts Council.  The sponsoring individual or organization must obtain any necessary permits from the Alcoholic Beverage Control (ABC) Commission.  The permit must be presented to the Arts Council prior to the scheduled event.
· Any Building Use Procedures established or adopted must be in keeping with the lease agreement that the Arts Council has with the City of Fayetteville.
